OBJECTIVES:

1. To summarize, analyze, and present data in a meaningful way;

2. To become knowledgeable about the normal distribution;
3. To estimate a relationship between two variables;

4. To estimate parameters;

5. To test a statistical hypothesis;

6. To consume statistical information correctly.

CONTENT:

The purpose of this course is to introduce the concept of a statistical study and to teach basic statistical methods that can be used in such a study.  Topics to be included are graphical methods of displaying data, descriptive statistics, normal distribution, point and interval estimation, hypothesis testing, simple linear regression and correlation, and extensive use of the TI-83 calculator.

At the end of the semester, I will drop the equivalent of 1 quiz depending on the number of quiz points there are.  Again, this is not to inflate grades; it is to help you budget you time and account for necessary absences.  My current plan is to administer quizzes via WebCT 6.  You will be able to take them during a certain window of time, i.e. 3 days.  You may use notes/books but will have a limited amount of time in which to take the quiz.
